Each applicant will have an interview before a panel of senior members of the orchestra on the evening of Sunday, February 27th.  Finalists will then be selected to audition before the orchestra in a rehearsal setting on the evening of Wednesday, March 2nd and will be notified of the audition piece upon notification of advancement.  Following the auditions, the orchestra will vote to elect the next Music Director, who will then be invited to debut with BachSoc with a short piece during the season’s final concert on Friday, April 22nd, in Paine Hall.
