2006-2007 Concerto Competition
RULES

1. The competition is open to all Harvard undergraduates on all instruments. Vocalists are also welcome.

2. Any piece for soloist and orchestra is permitted, although the HRO reserves the right to disqualify any concerto for logistical reasons. The length of the piece will not influence the judges’ decisions.

3. The winner will be featured at the HRO’s Friday, March 2nd, 2006 concert in Sanders Theatre.

4. All entry forms are due in the HRO mailbox in the Music Building by 5:00 pm on Tuesday, December 5th. There will be no exceptions to this rule. Audition times will be emailed by 5:00 pm on Wednesday, December 6th. There is an application fee of $15.00. Please include a $15 check or money order payable to the Harvard-Radcliffe Orchestra with your application. Financial assistance is available; please call/email Christine Barron at 214-724-1614, barron@fas for more information.

5. All auditions will be held in Paine Hall. All pianists will use the same piano.

6. Preliminary auditions will be held on Friday, December 8th from 7:00 pm – 10 pm. (These are tentative times; the audition times for all soloists will be emailed). These preliminary auditions will last approximately 10 minutes each. Accompanists are permitted, but not required.

a. The soloist should begin the audition in the movement or section that he/she feels is to his or her best advantage. The soloist is expected to know the entire concerto, and may be asked to play particular sections of the concerto.

b. All applicants must report to the Music Building at the eastt entrance (by Paine Hall) at least thirty minutes prior to the audition time, and they will then be admitted to a practice room. The use of music is permitted, and each soloist is required to provide three scores of his or her solo for the judges. HRO does not provide page-turners; the applicant must provide one for himself and his accompanist, if needed.

c. The judges have the right to choose any number of finalists numbering up to four persons. The decisions will be based solely on the performance of the competitor in the preliminary audition. These four finalists will go on to the next round of competition.

d. The results and audition times for the finalists will be emailed by noon on Saturday, December 9th. 
7. Final auditions will be Saturday, December 9th, from 2 – 5PM. These auditions last approximately 15 minutes each.

a. All finalists should report for their auditions and are allowed to use music, etc. per item 6b.

b. All finalists are required to have accompanists and be able to perform the entire concerto.

c. The results of the concerto competition will be emailed by noon on Sunday, December 10th.
